TOP-QUALITY ENTERTAINMENT COMBINATION. In-
cludes large-screen direct-view television pictures;
static-free frequency modulation (FM) radio

and superb standard (AM) radi~ reception.
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1 First step: Turn “oN-0rF” knoh from the "orr”
to the "on" position. Small red light at base of cabi-
net turns on and off with set.

2 Turn Serviee Selector knob to “reL’ — second
position from right on knob.

3 Turn “contrAsT” knob to extreme left, then ad-
vance clockwise about a hall-turn.

4 Tury "srigaTNess” knob to extreme left, then
advance a half-turn.

5 Turmn Inputuner knob (right-hand dial) counter-
clockwise (g7 ) until it stops. Then turn clockwise
(== ) until amber dot marked 17, on inner, slower-
moving dise, is in line with bright index line at top
center. The set is now tuned approximately to TV
Channel No. 1.

For final tuning adjustment, watch needle on
“runinG INDICATOR™ (top of left-hand dial). A station
is tuned p;-q-[_».im'l} when movement of Tnputuner knob
in either direction moves the Indicator needle away
from its proper vertical position.

To tune in TV Channels 2,
3. 4, 5 and 6, turn Inputuner
knob. selecting the numbered
